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A Decorator and Architect

This American painter, decorator and architect
founded a very successful interior decorating firm in
1881 which was famous above all for its highly distinc-
tive glass vases and lamps. Most of his architectural
work has been destroyed, but the loggia of Laurelton
Hall, his masterpiece, has been installed in the Metro-
politan Museum.

Today people still make lamps, which bear his name,
using coloured glass inserted into a wire framework.

Along with other musicians
such as Bob Dylan and George Harrison he formed
the Traveling Wilburys who brought out a very
successful LP. He died in Hendersonville, Tennessee,
in December 1988 of a heart attack.

He was born in Dublin in 1856 and moved to London
in 1876 where he began his literary career as a critic.
He also wrote many articles expressing his socialist
principles. He was an indefatigable worker writing
over 50 plays including “Man and Superman” (1903)
and “Pygmalion” which was later turned into the
popular musical “My Fair Lady”. When he died at
the age of 94, he was still writing for the theatre.

He was awarded the Nobel Prize in 1925.
